GAME INFORMATION
The season begins on Sunday, August 25th, 2024. Games start at 9:00 a.m. Sunday mornings. Night games start at 7:00 pm.

GAMES - All teams are scheduled for 10 games, with the 10th game being the first playoff game. We will try to make up
rainouts where necessary.

You will be notified two to three days before your first game and told the time and location.

A team roster and schedule will be distributed at your first game.

TEAM FORMATION - All enrolled players will be placed on a team. Pitchers and catchers will be spread among the various

teams. Players requesting to play with other specific players will be so placed to the extent possible. There is a maximum of 17play-
ers per team unless team approves additional player(s).

PRACTICES - There are no regularly scheduled practices for any team during the playing season. Any team wishing to hold
separate practices must provide their own equipment and facilities.

2. The Ponce uniform will make it possible for you to enter special tournaments sponsored or endorsed by the Ponce de Leon

League. Teams that play outside of the league and want to play in a Ponce Spring or Fall season must have permission to wear
their respective team uniforms approved by the Commissioner.

REGISTRATION DETAILS

Full payment is due at the time of registration. Absolutely no one will be placed on a team unless his completed applica-
tion and full payment has been received. There will be no pro rata refund of fees and no player may substitute another for
himself. Teams will be formed after Sunday, August 25th, 2024. Teams may not honor requests to be placed on a particular team
if your application is received after Sunday, August 25th, 2024, and the requested team already has 17 players.

REGISTRATION DEADLINE

Registration deadline for returning players is Sunday, August 25th, 2024. All applications postmarked or received after
Sunday, August 25th, 2024, pay the late fee (NO EXCEPTIONS) and will not be guaranteed a place on a particular team.

Official Rules of Ponce

Please read these rules carefully. They have been adopted to promote safety, provide equal times at bat and on the field, reduce boredom

and make the game a fun time for everyone.

You MUST be age 36 in order to be able to pitch.

A continuous batting order and set lineup will be used. The batting order picks up in the next game where it ended. (excluded for playofis only)

All players must wear a helmet at bat and on the bases. Base coaches are encouraged to wear batting helmets.

The last player to make an out is the pinch runner for the catcher with 2 outs and in all other pinch running situations.

The offensive team's inning will end after 3 outs or 6 runs scored, whichever comes first. This rule is waived in the 7th, 8th and 9th innings.

A pitcher MUST be removed and may not return to the game as a pitcher if he hits 4 batters during his time on the mound.

A pitcher MUST be removed and may not return to the game as a pitcher if he walks or hits a combined total of 5 batters in any one inning.
No pitcher may pitch more than 5 innings during any one game. Any appearance constitutes an inning.
All players will rotate defensively and never be off the field defensively for more than 1 consecutive inning (unless they so desire).

A tunner trying to advance to a base must either slide or attempt to go around a fielder if the fielder has the ball in his possession or

in the umpires judgement, is about to receive the ball. A runner colliding into a defensive player in an intentional attempt to jar the

ball loose will be called out and ejected from the game. This is not a "must slide" rule but a NO COLLISION RULE.

11. A fielder is not permitted to fake a tag on an incoming runner. The fielder must be in possession of the ball when making a tag.
Violation of this rule will result in all runners, including the batter runner, being awarded an additional base.

12. ONLY players are permitted in the team dugout or on the bench. NO children, wives, friends, dogs, elc..

13. Injured players coming to bat must run the bases. If a player is injured running to a base, player must either stay in the game and run the bases, or
be removed for a pinch runner. If player is removed for a pinch runner due to injury, to replicate Major League Baseball and for players safety, he will
no longer be able to participate in game that day or night.

13a. Teams are now able to designate, before the start of a game, up to two players that will have designated runners. The designated runner will be the
previous out and replace the player on base.

14. 1 a defensive player is injured during play, he may be replaced but will not bat in his team's next offensive inning.

15. During playoffs a team forfeits if it has less than 8 players. If it has 8, it plays with 8. However, in this case, when the ninth spot in the batting
order comes up, that will be considered an automatic out each time that spot comes up in the batting order. If a team starts with
more than 8 players, but at some point in the game ends up with 8 players due to injury or player(s) leaving early, those spots in the batting
order will become automatic outs when their place in the batting order comes up.

16. Players are required to wear Ponce issued uniforms or Individual team approved uniform at Commissioners discretion.

17. A player ejected from a game will be suspended for his team's next played game. If this happens twice in a season the player will be
suspended for the season.

18. NO intentional walks.

19. Wood Bats will be used at all times.

20. All other rules if not specifically stated above will follow MLB rules and regulations.
